Open Science movement
Open Science is a new approach to collecting and disseminating scientific knowledge, emphasising transparency through accessibility and collaboration.

● The aim of Open Science is to make scientific knowledge and research processes openly accessible to researchers, stakeholders and the public .

● Open Data: Open sharing of research data, allowing others to access and re-use datasets. This promotes transparency, reproducibility and the potential for new 
discoveries based on existing data.

● Open source software: This involves making research software and code open source, allowing others to inspect, modify and contribute to the development of 
tools and applications used in scientific research.

● Open peer review: Encouraging transparent peer review processes in which assessments and feedback on research papers are made public. This strengthens 
the accountability and credibility of the peer review system.

● Collaborative platforms: Use collaborative platforms and networks to facilitate the sharing of ideas, methodologies and preliminary results. These include online 
platforms where researchers can collaborate and communicate openly.

● Citizen science: Engage the public in scientific research by enabling non-professional scientists to contribute to data collection, analysis and problem solving. 
This makes science more accessible and engages a wider audience in the research process.

● Research transparency: Advocate transparent reporting of research methods and results to enable replication and building upon previous studies. This 
strengthens the validity and reliability of scientific findings.

● Diversity and inclusion: Promote diversity and inclusion in research by ensuring that scientists from diverse backgrounds have equitable access to opportunities, 
resources and recognition.

The BULAC Library and the question of Open source 
Software and systems

Since its opening in 2011, the library has promoted open-source software and systems based 
on the Linux language. Therefore, Bulac chose Koha as its integrated library system (ILS) and 
library management system (LMS). This evolving, participatory library management system 
can be modified by our IT specialists according to specific requirements. Tabs, buttons, 
colours and screens can be modified as required.

LibreOffice is used in a Linux environment. This choice was for made for budgetary reasons: 
the new Microsoft licensing system, which requires one licence per year and one licence per 
workstation, meant that it was no longer possible to purchase licences for the Whole Bulac, 
with more than 100 computers stations.
In addition to the computers used by staff and in training rooms, the library lends out 
notebooks. With a total of several hundred computers, it was not possible to sustain such high 
costs.

● The choice of open-source software was also made in compliance with new national and 
European regulations and recommendations based on two criteria.

- the context of debt reduction and rising energy prices, which is a heavy burden. 

- Additionally, leasing customs clearance services and paying taxes on books arriving from 
outside the European Community (the majority of books purchased by Bulac) represented an 
unexpected financial burden, impacting even gifts from Korea.

● To meet these new challenges, Bulac has reduced most of its electronic subscriptions and 
prioritised free, open-access resources.

● This enabled us to continue buying paper books, which is, after all, our main job.



Training our users in using free open softares  

● The choice of Open source softwares was also made in accordance with new National and 
European regulations and recommandations, in a context of debt reduction, and the heavy 
burden of higher energy prices.

Bulac organises each year training courses concerning a selection of free 
software for bibliography, cartography, photo archiving, and more.
